A Monster of a Film
	Have you seen any of the first cartoons – Tom and Jerry, Mickey Mouse, and the feature film such as Snow White, Jungle Book and so on? Animated films have come a long way from the traditional animation of those early days. Monster House, which came out in 2006, is the latest example of modern animation films.
